HOURS OF OPERATION AND FEES 
 

1. Full Day: (7:30am—6pm) 
Breakfast and Afternoon Tea provided 
$35 (incl GST) per child 
$10 Activity Fee applies for offsite trips 

2. Part Day: (7:30—3pm) 
Breakfast provided 
$25 (incl GST) per child 
$10 Activity Fee applies for offsite trips 

3. Late Fee: $1 per minute after 3pm / 6pm (depending on booking made). 
4. Phone Calls: Any phone calls made to follow up on an absent child (due to parents not 

previously advising of the absence) will be charged at $1 per call 
 
PAYMENT AND CONDITIONS 
 

1. You will be charged fees based on enrolled days and non attendance 
2. This programme is substantially subsidised. We are unable to provide refunds of trans-

fers 
3. You must prepay fees prior to the commencement of the holiday programme. Failure to 

do so may result in a child being withdrawn from the programme
